Exodus 30:14 Every one that passeth among them that are numbered, 
from twenty years old and above, shall give an offering unto YAH-

WEH. 

Leviticus 18:6 None of you shall approach to any that is near of kin to 

him, to uncover their nakedness: I am YAHWEH. 

Leviticus 18:23 Neither shalt thou lie with any beast to defile thyself 

therewith: neither shall any woman stand before a beast to lie down 

thereto: it is confusion. 

Leviticus 20:10 And the man that committeth adultery with another 

man's wife, even he that committeth adultery with his neighbour's wife, 

the adulterer and the adulteress shall surely be put to death. 

Leviticus 20:11-14 And the man that lieth with his father's wife hath un­

covered his father's nakedness: both of them shall surely be put to 
death; their blood shall be upon them. (12) And if a man lie with his 

daughter in law, both of them shall surely be put to death: they have 

wrought confusion; their blood shall be upon them. (13) If a man also 
lie with mankind, as he lieth with a woman, both of them have commit-

ted an abomination: they shall surely be put to death; their blood shall 

be upon them. (14) And if a man take a wife and her mother, it is wick-
edness: they shall be burnt with fire, both he and they; that there be no 

wickedness among you. 

Leviticus 20:15-16 And if a man lie with a beast, he shall surely be put 

to death: and ye shall slay the beast. (16) And if a woman approach 

unto any beast, and lie down thereto, thou shalt kill the woman, and the 
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beast: they shall surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them. 
Leviticus 20:17-21 And if a man shall take his sister, his father's daugh­

ter, or his mother's daughter, and see her nakedness, and she see his na­

kedness; it is a wicked thing; and they shall be cut off in the sight of 
their people: he hath uncovered his sister's nakedness; he shall bear his 

iniquity. (18) And if a man shall lie with a woman having her sickness. 

and shall uncover her nakedness; he hath discovered her fountain, and 
she hath uncovered the fountain of her blood: and both of them shall be 

cut off from among their people. (19) And thou shalt not uncover the 

nakedness of thy mother's sister, nor of thy father's sister: for he uncov­
ereth his near kin: they shall bear their iniquity. (20) And if a man shall 

lie with his uncle's wife, he hath uncovered his uncle's nakedness: they 

shall bear their sin; they shall die childless. (21) And if a man shall take 
his brother's wife, it is an unclean thing: he hath uncovered his brother's 

nakedness; they shall be childless. 

Deuteronomy 22:20-21 But if this thing be true, and the tokens of vir­
ginity be not found for the damsel: (21) Then they shall bring out the 

damsel to the door of her father's house, and the men of her city shall 

stone her with stones that she die: because she hath wrought folly in Is­
rael, to play the whore in her father's house: so shalt thou put evil away 

from among you. 

Deuteronomy 22:22 If a man be found lying with a woman married to 
an husband, then they shall both of them die, both the man that lay with 

the woman, and the woman: so shalt thou put away evil from Israel. 

Deuteronomy 22:23-24 If a damsel that is a virgin be betrothed unto an 
husband, and a man find her in the city, and lie with her; (24) Then ye 

shall bring them both out unto the gate of that city, and ye shall stone 
them with stones that they die; the damsel, because she cried not, being 

in the city; and the man, because he hath humbled his neighbour's wife: 

so thou shalt put away evil from among you. 

Deuteronomy 23:2-3a A bastard shall not enter into the congregation of 

YAHWEH; even to his tenth generation shall he not enter into the con­
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gregation of YAHWEH. (3a) An Ammonite or Moabite shall not enter 

into the congregation of YAHWEH;... 

Deuteronomy 27:20-23 Cursed be he that lieth with his father's wife; be

­cause he uncovereth his father's skirt. And all the people shall say, 
Amen. (21) Cursed be he that lieth with any manner of beast. And all 

the people shall say, Amen. (22) Cursed be he that lieth with his sister, 

the daughter of his father, or the daughter of his mother. And all the 
people shall say, Amen. (23) Cursed be he that lieth with his mother in 

law. And all the people shall say, Amen. 

Job 31:1, 9-121 made a covenant with mine eyes; why then should I 
think upon a maid? (9) If mine heart have been deceived by a woman, 

or if I have laid wait at my neighbour's door; (10) Then let my wife 

grind unto another, and let others bow down upon her. (11) For this is 
an heinous crime; yea, it is an iniquity to be punished by the judges. 

(12) For it is a fire that consumeth to destruction, and would root out 

all mine increase. 
 

Proverbs 6:32-33 But whoso committeth adultery with a woman lacketh 

understanding: he that doeth it destroyeth his own soul. (33) A wound 
and dishonour shall he get; and his reproach shall not be wiped away. 

 

Matthew 5:27-28 Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, 
Thou shalt not commit adultery: (28) But I say unto you, That whoso­

ever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with 

her already in his heart. 
 

Matthew 19:18 He saith unto him, Which? Yahshua said, Thou shalt do 
no murder, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou 

shalt not bear false witness, 

 
Romans 6:12-13 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye 

should obey it in the lusts thereof. (13) Neither yield ye your members 

as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto 
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Elohim, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as in­
struments of righteousness unto Elohim. 

 

Romans 8:8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please Elohim. 
 

1 Corinthians 5:5 To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction

1 Corinthians 5:91 wrote unto you in an epistle not to company with 
fornicators: 

 

1 Corinthians 5:11 b ... if any man that is called a brother be a fornica-
tor, or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extor-

tioner; with such an one no not to eat. 

 
1 Corinthians 6:9-10 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit 

the kingdom of Elohim? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idola­

ters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with man
­kind, (10) Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor 

extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of Elohim. 

 
1 Corinthians 6:13, 18 Meats for the belly, and the belly for meats: but 

Elohim shall destroy both it and them. Now the body is not for fornica­

tion, but for the Master; and the Master for the body. (18) Flee fornica­
tion. Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that com-

mitteth fornication sineth against his own body.  
 

1 Corinthians 6:15-17 Know ye not that your bodies are the members of 

Messiah? shall I then take the members of Messiah, and make them the 
members of an harlot? Elohim forbid. (16) What? know ye not that he 

which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one 

flesh. (17) But he that is joined unto the Master is one spirit. 
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Galatians 5:19-21 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are 
these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, (20) Idolatry, 

witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, here­

sies, (21) Envymgs, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of 
the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that 

they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of Elohim. 

 
Galatians 6:8 For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap cor-

ruption;... 

Colossians 3:5 Mortify therefore your members which are upon the 
earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupis-

cence, and covetousness, which is idolatry: 

1 Thessalonians 4:3 For this is the will of Elohim, even your sanctifica­

tion, that ye should abstain from fornication: 

1 Peter 2:11 Dearly beloved, I beseech you as strangers and pilgrims, 

abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul; 
 

AHAB 

 

Genesis 1:26 And Elohim said, Let us make man in our image, after our 

likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over 

the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over 
every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

 

Genesis 2:18-20 And YAHWEH Elohim said, It is not good that the 
man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him.

out of the ground YAHWEH Elohim formed every beast of the field,

sheep which have no shepherd. 
 

Joshua 24:15 And if it seem evil unto you to serve YAHWEH, choose 

you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers 
served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Am­

orites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will 

serve YAHWEH.

Leviticus 10:9 Do not drink wine nor strong drink, thou, nor thy sons 

with thee, when ye go into the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye 

die: it shall be a statute for ever throughout your generations: 

Numbers 6:3 He shall separate himself from wine and strong drink, and 

shall drink no vinegar of wine, or vinegar of strong drink, neither shall 

he drink any liquor of grapes, nor eat moist grapes, or dried. 

Deuteronomy 29:6 Ye have not eaten bread, neither have ye drunk wine 

or strong drink: that ye might know that I am YAHWEH your Elohim. 
 

Deuteronomy 32:33 Their wine is the poison of dragons, and the cruel 

venom of asps. 
 

Job 1:5 And it was so, when the days of their feasting were gone about, 

that Job sent and sanctified them, and rose up early in the morning, and 
offered burnt offerings according to the number of them all: for Job 

said, It may be that my sons have sinned, and cursed Yahweh in their 

hearts. Thus did Job continually. 
 

Job 1:18 While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, 

Thy sons and thy daughters were eating and drinking wine in their eld­
est brother's house:

Ephesians 5:18 And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be 

filled with the Spirit;

but patient, not a brawler, not covetous; 

Jude 4 For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were before of 

old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of 

our Elohim into lasciviousness, and denying the only Yahweh Elohim, 

and our Master Yahshua Messiah. 

Revelation 14:8 And there followed another angel, saying, Babylon is 

fallen, is fallen, that great city, because she made all nations drink of the 

wine of the wrath of her fornication. 

Revelation 14:10 The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of Elo­

him, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indigna­
tion; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence 

of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb: 

Revelation 16:19 And the great city was divided into three parts, and 
the cities of the nations fell: and great Babylon came in remembrance 

before Elohim, to give unto her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of 

his wrath. 

Revelation 17:2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed for­

nication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the 

wine of her fornication. 

Revelation 18:3 For all nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of 

her fornication, and the kings of the earth have committed fornication 
with her, and the merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the 
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abundance of her delicacies.

Romans 7:23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the 

law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which 

is in my members.

soever committeth sin is the servant of sin.

1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us 
our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

CURIOSITY

WEH thy Elohim giveth thee, thou shalt not learn to do after the abomi­

nations of those nations. (10) There shall not be found among you any 

one that maketh his son or his daughter to pass through the fire, or that 
useth divination, or an observer of times, or an enchanter, or a witch, 

(11) Or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar spirits, or a wizard, or a 

necromancer. (12) For all that do these things are an abomination unto 
YAHWEH: and because of these abominations YAHWEH thy Elohim 

Both drive them out from before thee. 

 
2 John 10-11 If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, 

receive him not into your house, neither bid him Elohim speed: (11) For 
he that biddeth him Elohim speed is partaker of his evil deeds. 

 

DEATH 

 

Job 5:20 In famine he shall redeem thee from death: and in war from 

the power of the sword. 
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Job 34:22 There is no darkness, nor shadow of death, where the work­
ers of iniquity may hide themselves. 

 

Psalm 16:10 For thou wilt not leave my soul in hell; neither wilt thou 
suffer throe Holy One to see corruption. 

 

Psalm 17:15 As for me, I will behold thy face in righteousness: I shall 

be satisfied, when I awake, with thy likeness. 

Psalm 23:4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of 

death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they 

comfort me. 

Psalm 56:13 For thou hast delivered my soul from death: wilt not thou 

deliver my feet from falling, that I may walk before Elohim in the light 

of the living? 

Psalm 68:20 He that is our Elohim is the Elohun of salvation; and unto 

YAHWEH the Master belong the issues from death. 

Psalm 102:19-20 For he hath looked down from the height of his sanc­

tuary; from heaven did YAHWEH behold the earth; (20) To hear the 

groaning of the prisoner; to loose those that are appointed to death; 

Psalm 116:8 For thou hast delivered my soul from death, mine eyes 

from tears, and my feet from falling. 

Proverbs 10:2 Treasures of wickedness profit nothing: but righteous­

ness delivereth from death. 

Proverbs 14:27 The fear of YAHWEH is a fountain of life, to depart 

from the snares of death. 

Isaiah 26:19 Thy dead men shall live, together with my dead body shall 

they arise. Awake and sing, ye that dwell in dust: for thy dew is as the 

dew of herbs, and the earth shall cast out the dead. 

Hosea 13:14 1 will ransom them from the power of the grave; I will re­
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deem them from death: 0 death, I will be thy plagues; 0 grave, I will be 
thy destruction: repentance shall be hid from mine eyes. 

 

John 5:28-29 Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all 
that are in the graves shall hear his voice, (29) And shall come forth; 

they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that 

have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation. 
 

Romans 8:2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Messiah Yahshua hath 

made me free from the law of sin and death. 
 

1 Corinthians 15:19-26 If in this life only we have hope in Messiah, we 

are of all men most miserable. (20) But now is Messiah risen from the 
dead, and become the firstfruits of them that slept. (21) For since by 

man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. (22) 

For as in Adam all die, even so in Messiah shall all be made alive. (23) 
But every man in his own order: Messiah the firstfruits; afterward they 

that are Messiah's at his coming. (24) Then cometh the end, when he 

shall have delivered up the kingdom to Elohim, even the Father; when 
he shall have put down all rule and all authority and power. (25) For he 

must reign, till he hath put all enemies under his feet. (26) The last en­

emy that shall be destroyed is death. 
 

2 Corinthians 1:9-10 But we had the sentence of death in ourselves, that 

we should not trust in ourselves, but in Elohim which raiseth the dead: 
(10) Who delivered us from so great a death, and doth deliver: in whom 

we trust that he will yet deliver us; 

Colossians 1:21-22 And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies 

in your mind by wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled (22) In the 

body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable 

and unreproveable in his sight: 

2 Timothy 1:10 But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Sav­

iour Yahshua Messiah, who hath abolished death, and hath brought life 
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and immortality to light through the gospel: 

Hebrews 2:9.14-15 But we see Yahshua, who was made a little lower 

than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and hon­

our; that he by the grace of Yahweh should taste death for every man. 
(14) Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he 

also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might 

destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil; (15) And de­
liver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to 

bondage. 

 
Hebrews 11:5 By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see 

death; and was not found, because Elohim had translated him: for be-

fore his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased Elohim.

but whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire. 

 

Titus 3:3 For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient, 
deceived, serving divers lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, 

hateful, and hating one another. 

 

JEZEBEL 

 

Genesis 2:19 And out of the ground the YAHWEH Elohim formed 

every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and brought them 

unto Adam to see what he would call them: and whatsoever Adam 
called every living creature, that was the name thereof. 

 

Genesis 2:22-23 And the rib, which YAHWEH Elohim had taken from 
man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man. (23) And Adam 
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said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be 
called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. 

 

Genesis 3:16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sor-
row and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and 

thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee. 

 
Numbers 30:3-8 If a woman also vow a vow unto YAHWEH, and bind 

herself by a bond, being in her father's house in her youth; (4) And her 

father hear her vow, and her bond wherewith she hath bound her soul, 
and her father shall hold his peace at her: then all her vows shall stand, 

and every bond wherewith she hath bound her soul shall stand. (5) But 

if her father disallow her in the day that he heareth; not any of her 
vows, or of her bonds wherewith she hath bound her soul, shall stand: 

and YAHWEH shall forgive her, because her father disallowed her. (6) 

And if she had at all an husband, when she vowed, or uttered ought out 
of her lips, wherewith she bound her soul; (7) And her husband heard it, 

and held his peace at her in the day that he heard it: then her vows shall 

stand, and her bonds wherewith she bound her soul shall stand. (8) But 
if her husband disallowed her on the day that he heard it; then he shall 

make her vow which she vowed, and that which she uttered with her 

lips, wherewith she bound her soul, of none effect: and YAHWEH shall 
forgive her. (12) But if her husband hath utterly made them void on the 

day he heard them; then whatsoever proceeded out of her lips concern­

ing her vows, or concerning the bond of her soul, shall not stand: her 
husband hath made them void; and YAHWEH shall forgive her. 

 
1 Kings 21:23 And of Jezebel also spake YAHWEH, saying, The dogs 

shall eat Jezebel by the wall of Jezebel. 

 
Proverbs 6:26 For by means of a whorish woman a man is brought to a 

piece of bread: and the adulteress will hunt for the precious life. 

 
Proverbs 9:13 A foolish woman is clamorous: she is simple, and 
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knoweth nothing. 
 

Proverbs 11:16 A gracious woman retaineth honour: and strong men re-

tain riches. (22) As a jewel of gold in a swine's snout, so is a fair 
woman which is without discretion. 

 

Proverbs 12:4 A virtuous woman is a crown to her husband: but she that 
maketh ashamed is as rottenness in his bones. 

 

Proverbs 14:1 Every wise woman buildeth her house: but the foolish 
plucketh it down with her hands. 

 

Proverbs 19:13 A foolish son is the calamity of his father: and the con­
tentions of a wife are a continual dropping. 

 

Proverbs 21:19 It is better to dwell in the wilderness, than with a con­
tentious and an angry woman. 

 

Proverbs 21:10-31 The soul of the wicked desireth evil: his neighbour 
fmdeth no favour in his eyes. (11) When the scorner is punished, the 

simple is made wise: and when the wise is instructed, he receiveth 

knowledge. (12) The righteous man wisely considereth the house of the 
wicked: but Elohim overthroweth the wicked for their wickedness. (13) 

Whoso stoppeth his ears at the cry of the poor, he also shall cry himself, 

but shall not be heard. (14) A gift in secret pacifieth anger: and a reward 
in the bosom strong wrath. (15) It is joy to the just to do judgment: but 

destruction shall be to the workers of iniquity. (16) The man that wan-
dereth out of the way of understanding shall remain in the con­

gregation of the dead. (17) He that loveth pleasure shall be a poor man: 

he that loveth wine and oil shall not be rich. (18) The wicked shall be a 
ransom for the righteous, and the transgressor for the upright. (19) It is 

better to dwell in the wilderness, than with a contentious and an angry 

woman. (20) There is treasure to be desired and oil in the dwelling of 
the wise; but a foolish man spendeth it up. (21) He that followeth after 
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righteousness and mercy fmdeth life, righteousness, and honour. (22) A 
wise man scaleth the city of the mighty, and casteth down the strength 

of the confidence thereof. (23) Whoso keepeth his mouth and his 

tongue keepeth his soul from troubles. (24) Proud and haughty scorner 
is his name, who dealeth in proud wrath. (25) The desire of the slothful 

killeth him; for his hands refuse to labour. (26) He coveteth greedily all 

the day long: but the righteous giveth and spareth not. (27) The sacri-
fice of the wicked is abomination: how much more, when he bringeth it 

with a wicked mind? (28) A false witness shall perish: but the man that 

heareth speaketh constantly. (29) A wicked man hardeneth his face: but 
as for the upright, he directeth his way. (30) There is no wisdom nor un-

derstanding nor counsel against YAHWEH. (31) The horse is pre­pared 

against the day of battle: but safety is of YAHWEH. 
 

Ecclesiastes 7:26 And I fmd more bitter than death the woman, whose 

heart is snares and nets, and her hands as bands: whoso pleaseth Elo­
him shall escape from her; but the sinner shall be taken by her. 

 

Matthew 8:14-15 And when Yahshua was come into Peter's house, he 
saw his wife's mother laid, and sick of a fever. (15) And he touched her 

hand, and the fever left her: and she arose, and ministered unto them. 

 
1 Corinthians 9:5 Have we not power to lead about a sister, a wife… 

 

1 Corinthians 11:3,5-10 But I would have you know, that the head of 
every man is Messiah; and the head of the woman is the man; and the 

head of Messiah is Elohim. (5) But every woman that prayeth or 
prophesieth with her head uncovered dishonoureth her head: for that is 

even all one as if she were shaven. (6) For if the woman be not cov­

ered, let her also be shorn: but if it be a shame for a woman to be shorn 
or shaven, let her be covered. (7) For a man indeed ought not to cover 

his head, forasmuch as he is the image and glory of Elohim: but the 

woman is the glory of the man. (8) For the man is not of the woman; 
but the woman of the man. (9) Neither was the man created for the 
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woman; but the woman for the man. (10) For this cause ought the 
woman to have power on her head because of the angels. 

 

Ephesians 5:22-24 Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, 
as unto the Master. (23) For the husband is the head of the wife, even as 

Messiah is the head of the assembly: and he is the saviour of the body. 

(24) Therefore as the assembly is subject unto Messiah, so let the wives 
be to their own husbands in every thing. 

 

Colossians 3:18 Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as 
it is fit in the Master. 

 

1 Timothy 2:9-15 In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in 
modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not with broided 

hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly array; (10) But (which becometh 

women professing godliness) with good works. (11) Let the woman 
learn in silence with all subjection. (12) But I suffer not a woman to 

teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence. (13) For 

Adam was first formed, then Eve. (14) And Adam was not deceived, 
but the woman being deceived was in the transgression. (15) Notwith­

standing she shall be saved in childbearing, if they continue in faith and 

charity and holiness with sobriety. 
 

1 Timothy 3:11 Even so must their wives be grave, not slanderers, so­

ber, faithful in all things. 
 

1 Timothy 5:11-15 But the younger widows refuse: for when they have 
begun to wax wanton against Messiah, they will marry; (12) Having 

damnation, because they have cast off their first faith. (13) And withal 

they learn to be idle, wandering about from house to house; and not 
only idle, but tattlers also and busybodies, speaking things which they 

ought not. (14) 1 will therefore that the younger women marry, bear 

children, guide the house, give none occasion to the adversary to speak 
reproachfully. (15) For some are already turned aside after Satan. 
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2 Timothy 3:5-6 Having a form of godliness, but denying the power 
thereof: from such turn away. (6) For of this sort are they which creep 

into houses, and lead captive silly women laden with sins, led away 

with divers lusts, 
 

Titus 2:3-5 The aged women likewise, that they be in behaviour as be-

cometh holiness, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of 
good things; (4) That they may teach the young women to be sober, to 

love their husbands, to love their children, (5) To be discreet, chaste, 

keepers at home, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of 

Elohim be not blasphemed. 

1 Peter 3:1 Likewise, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; 

that, if any obey not the word, they also may without the word be won 
by the conversation of the wives; 

 

Revelation 2:20 Notwithstanding I have a few things against thee, be­
cause thou sufferest that woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a proph­

etess, to teach and to seduce my servants to commit fornication, and to 

eat things sacrificed unto idols. (Suffer not a woman to teach.)

uity; for YAHWEH hath heard the voice of my weeping. (9) YAHWEH 

hath heard my supplication; YAHWEH will receive my prayer. (10) Let 
all mine enemies be ashamed and sore vexed: let them return and be 

ashamed suddenly. 
 

Psalm 7:6, 11-16 Arise, 0 YAHWEH, in throe anger, lift up thyself be­

cause of the rage of mine enemies: and awake for me to the judgment 
that thou hast commanded. (11) Elohim judgeth the righteous, and Elo­

him is angry with the wicked every day. (12) If he turn not, he will whet 

his sword; he hath bent his bow, and made it ready. (13) He hath also 
prepared for him the instruments of death; he ordaineth his arrows 
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against the persecutors. (14) Behold, he travaileth with iniquity, and 
hath conceived mischief, and brought forth falsehood. (15) He made a 

pit, and digged it, and is fallen into the ditch which he made. (16) His 

mischief shall return upon his own head, and his violent dealing shall 
come down upon his own pate. 

 

Psalm 9:3, 16-17 When mine enemies are turned back, they shall fall 
and perish at thy presence. (16) YAHWEH is known by the judgment 

which he executeth: the wicked is snared in the work of his own hands.  

Higgaion. Selah. (17) The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the 
nations that forget Yahweh. 

 

Psalm 11:6 Upon the wicked he shall rain snares, fire and brimstone, 
and an horrible tempest: this shall be the portion of their cup. 

 

Psalm 17:13 Arise, 0 YAHWEH, disappoint him, cast him down: de­
liver my soul from the wicked, which is thy sword: 

 

Psalm 18:12-14, 37-42 At the brightness that was before him his thick 
clouds passed, hail stones and coals of fire.

(37)l have pursued mine 

enemies, and overtaken them: neither did I turn again till they were 

consumed. (38) 1 have wounded them that they were not able to rise: 
they are fallen under my feet. (39) For thou hast girded me with 

strength unto the battle: thou hast subdued under me those that rose up 
against me. (40) Thou hast also given me the necks of mine enemies; 

that I might destroy them that hate me. (41) They cried, but there was 

none to save them: even unto YAHWEH, but he answered them not. 
(42) Then did I beat them small as the dust before the wind: I did cast 

them out as the dirt in the streets. 

 
Psalm 21:8-12 Thine hand shall fmd out all thine enemies: thy right 
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hand shall find out those that hate thee. (9) Thou shalt make them as a 
fiery oven in the time of thine anger: YAHWEH shall swallow them up 

in his wrath, and the fire shall devour them. (10) Their fruit shalt thou 

destroy from the earth, and their seed from among the children of men. 
(11) For they intended evil against thee: they imagined a mischievous 

device, which they are not able to perform. (12) Therefore shalt thou 

make them turn their back, when thou shalt make ready thine arrows 
upon thy strings against the face of them. 

 

Psalm 23:5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine 
enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over. 

 

Psalm 44:5 Through thee will we push down our enemies: through thy 
name will we tread them under that rise up against us. 

 

Psalm 92:7, 9, 11 When the wicked spring as the grass, and when all the 
workers of iniquity do flourish; it is that they shall be destroyed for 

ever: (9) For, lo, throe enemies, 0 YAHWEH, for, lo, throe enemies 

shall perish; all the workers of iniquity shall be scattered. (11) Mine eye 
also shall see my desire on mine enemies, and mine ears shall hear my 

desire of the wicked that rise up against me. 

 
Psalm 94:12-13 Blessed is the man whom thou chastenest, 0 YAH­

WEH, and teachest him out of thy law; (13) That thou mayest give him 

rest from the days of adversity, until the pit be digged for the wicked. 
 

Psalm 94:21-23 They gather themselves together against the soul of the 
righteous, and condemn the innocent blood. (22) But YAHWEH is my 

defence; and my Elohim is the rock of my refuge. (23) And he shall 

bring upon them their own iniquity, and shall cut them off in their own 
wickedness; yea, YAHWEH our Elohim shall cut them off. 

 

Psalm 101:8 1 will early destroy all the wicked of the land; that I may 
cut off all wicked doers from the city of YAHWEH. 
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Psalm 104:7-9, 35 At thy rebuke they fled; at the voice of thy thunder 
they hasted away. (8)They go up by the mountains; they go down by the 

valleys unto the place which thou hast founded for them. (9) Thou hast 

set a bound that they may not pass over; that they turn not again to 
cover the earth.

let the wicked be no more. Bless thou YAHWEH, 0 my soul. Praise ye 

YAHWEH. 
 

Psalm 106:10-11 And he saved them from the hand of him that hated 

them, and redeemed them from the hand of the enemy. (11) And the wa­
ters covered their enemies: there was not one of them left. 

 

Psalm 107:10-12, 17-18, 26-27, 39-40 Such as sit in darkness and in 
the shadow of death, being bound in affliction and iron; (11) Because 

they rebelled against the words of Elohim, and contemned the counsel 

of the most High: (12) Therefore he brought down their heart with la 
bour; they fell down, and there was none to help. (17) Fools because 

of their transgression, and because of their iniquities, are afflicted. (18) 

Their soul abhorreth all manner of meat; and they draw near unto the 
gates of death. (26) They mount up to the heaven, they go down again 

to the depths: their soul is melted because of trouble. (27) They reel to 

and fro, and stagger like a drunken man, and are at their wits' end. (39) 
Again, they are minished and brought low through oppression, afflic­

tion, and sorrow.

Psalm 110:1-2, 6 A Psalm of David. YAHWEH said unto my Yah­weh, 
Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool. (2) 
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YAHWEH shall send the rod of thy strength out of Zion: rule thou in 
the midst of thine enemies. (6) He shall judge among the heathen, he 

shall fill the places with the dead bodies, he shall wound the heads over 

many countries. 
 

Psalm 112:8, 10 His heart is established, he shall not be afraid, until he 

see his desire upon his enemies. (10) The wicked shall see it, and be-
grieved; he shall gnash with his teeth, and melt away: the desire of the 

wicked shall perish. 

 
Psalm 118:7, 10-13 YAHWEH taketh my part with them that help me: 

therefore shall I see my desire upon them that hate me. (10) All nations 

compassed me about: but in the name of YAHWEH will I destroy them. 
(11) They compassed me about; yea, they compassed me about: but in 

the name of YAHWEH I will destroy them. (12) They compassed me 

about like bees; they are quenched as the fire of thorns: for in the name 
of YAHWEH I will destroy them. (13) Thou hast thrust sore at me that I 

might fall: but YAHWEH helped me. 

 
Psalm 119:118-119 Thou hast trodden down all them that err from thy 

statutes: for their deceit is falsehood. (119) Thou puttest away all the 

wicked of the earth like dross: therefore I love thy testimonies. 
 

Psalm 120:3-4 What shall be given unto thee? or what shall be done 

unto thee, thou false tongue? (4) Sharp arrows of the mighty, with coals 
of juniper. 

 
Psalm 149:1-9 Praise ye YAHWEH. Sing unto YAHWEH a new song, 

and his praise in the congregation of saints. (2) Let Israel rejoice in him 

that made him: let the children of Zion be joyful in their King. (3) Let 
them praise his name in the dance: let them sing praises unto him with 

the timbrel and harp. (4) For YAHWEH taketh pleasure in his people: 

he will beautify the meek with salvation. (5) Let the saints be joyful in 
glory: let them sing aloud upon their beds. (6) Let the high praises of 
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Elohim be in their mouth, and a twoedged sword in their hand; (7) To 
execute vengeance upon the heathen, and punishments upon the peo­

ple; (8) To bind their kings with chains, and their nobles with fetters of 

iron; (9) To execute upon them the judgment written: this honour have 
all his saints. Praise ye YAHWEH. 

 

Isaiah 14:5-6, 9, 11, 15 YAHWEH hath broken the staff of the wicked, 
and the sceptre of the rulers. (6) He who smote the people in wrath with 

a continual stroke, he that ruled the nations in anger, is persecuted, and 

none hindereth. (9) Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at 
thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for thee, even all the chief ones of the 

earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the kings of the nations.

(11) Thy pomp is brought down to the grave, and the noise of thy viols: 
the worm is spread under thee, and the worms cover thee. (15) Yet thou 

shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit. 

 
Jeremiah 21:13 Behold, I am against thee, 0 inhabitant of the valley, 

and rock of the plain, saith YAHWEH; which say, Who shall come 

down against us? or who shall enter into our habitations?

(28) And even as they 
did not like to retain Elohim in their knowledge, Elohim gave them 

over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; 

(29) Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, cov
­etousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malig-

nity; whisperers, (30) Backbiters, haters of Elohim, despiteful, proud, 

boast­ers, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, (31) Without 
understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, 

unmerciful: (32) Who knowing the judgment of Elohim, that they 

which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, 
but have pleasure in them that do them. 

 

1 Corinthians 6:9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the 
kingdom of Elohim? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idola­

ters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with 
mankind, 

 

2 Peter 2:6 And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes 
condemned them with an overthrow, making them an ensample unto 

those that after should live ungodly; 

 
Jude 7, 8 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in 
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like manner, giving themselves over to fornication, and going after 
strange flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance of 

eternal fire. (8) Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, de-

spise dominion, and speak evil of dignities.

Proverbs 6:25 Lust not after her beauty in thine heart; neither let her 

take thee with her eyelids. 

 
Matthew 5:28 But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman 

to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart. 

 
Romans 1:24-27 Wherefore Elohim also gave them up to uncleanness 

through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies be­

tween themselves: (25) Who changed the truth of Elohim into a lie, 
and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is 

blessed for ever. Amen. (26) For this cause Elohim gave them up unto 

vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into 
that which is against nature: (27) And likewise also the men, leaving the 

natural use of the woman., burned in their lust one toward another; men 
with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves 

that recompence of their error which was meet. 

 
Romans 6:12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye 

should obey it in the lusts thereof. 

 
Romans 13:14 But put ye on the Master Yahshua Messiah, and make 
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not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof. 
 

I Corinthians 6:9-10 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit 

the kingdom of Elohim? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idola­
ters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with man

­kind, (10) Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor 

extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of Elohim. 
 

Galatmns 5:16-20, 24 This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall 

not fulfil the lust of the flesh. (17) For the flesh lusteth against the 
Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to 

the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would. (18) But if ye 

be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law. (19) Now the works of the 
flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, 

lasciviousness, (20) Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, 

wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, (24) And they that are Messiah's have 
crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts. 

 

Ephesians 2:1-3 And you hath he quickened, who were dead in tres­
passes and sins; (2) Wherein in time past ye walked according to the 

course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the 

spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: (3) Among 
whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our 

flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by na­

ture the children of wrath, even as others. 
 

Ephesians 4:22-27 That ye put off concerning the former conversation 
the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; (23) And 

be renewed in the spirit of your mind; (24) And that ye put on the new 

man, which after Elohim is created in righteousness and true holiness. 
(25) Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his 

neighbour: for we are members one of another. (26) Be ye angry, and 

sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath: (27) Neither give 
place to the devil. 
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2 Timothy 2:22 Flee also youthful lusts: but follow righteousness, 
faith, charity, peace, with them that call on the Master out of a pure 

heart. 

 
1 Thessalonians 4:3-7 For this is the will of Elohim, even your sanctifl­

cation, that ye should abstain from fornication: (4) That every one of 

you should know how to possess his vessel in sanctification and hon-
our; (5) Not in the lust of concupiscence, even as the Gentiles which 

know not Elohim: (6) That no man go beyond and defraud his brother 

in any matter: because that the Master is the avenger of all such, as we 
also have forewarned you and testified. (7) For Elohim hath not called 

us unto uncleanness, but unto holiness. 

 
Titus 2:12 Teaching us that, denying ungodlmess and worldly lusts, we 

should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world, 

 
1 Peter 2:11 Dearly beloved, I beseech you as strangers and pilgrims, 

abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul; 

 
2 Peter 1:4 Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious 

promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, hav­

ing escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. 
 

2 Peter 2:9-10, 14 The Master knoweth how to deliver the righteous out 

of temptations, and to reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to be 
punished: (10) But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of 

uncleanness, and despise government. Presumptuous are they, self­
willed, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities. (14) Having eyes 

full of adultery, and that cannot cease from sin; beguiling unstable 

souls: an heart they have exercised with covetous practices; cursed chil-
dren: 

 

James 1:14-15 But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his 
own lust, and enticed. (15) Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth 
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forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. 
 

James 4:4 Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friend­

ship of the world is enmity with Elohim? whosoever therefore will be a 
friend of the world is the enemy of Elohim. 

 

1 John 2:15-17 Love not the world, neither the things that are in the 
world. If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him. 

(16) For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the 

eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. (17) 
And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof but he that doeth the 

will of Elohim abideth for ever. 

 

MIND CONTROL 

 

Isaiah 26:3 Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed 
on thee: because he trusteth in thee. 

 

Matthew 22:37 Yahshua said unto him, Thou shalt love the YAHWEH 
thy Elohim with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy 

mind. 

 
Mark 5:15 And they come to Yahshua, and see him that was possessed 

with the devil, and had the legion, sitting, and clothed, and in his right 

mind: and they were afraid. 
 

Romans 7:22-25 For I delight in the law of Elohim after the inward 
man: (23) But I see another law in my members, waning against the law 

of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in 

my members. (24) 0 wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me 
from the body of this death? (25) I thank Elohim through Yahshua Mes-

siah our Master. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of Elo-

him; but with the flesh the law of sin. 
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Romans 8:6-7 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually 
minded is life and peace. (7) Because the carnal mind is enmity against 

Elohim for it is not subject to the law of Elohim, neither indeed can be. 

 
Romans 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye trans­

formed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that 

good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of Elohim. 
 

1 Corinthians 1:10 Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our 

Master Yahshua Messiah, that ye all speak the same thing, and that 
there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined to­

gether in the same mind and in the same judgment. 

 
1 Corinthians 2:16 For who hath known the mind of Yahshua, that he 

may instruct him? But we have the mind of Messiah. 

 
Ephesians 4:17, 23 This I say therefore, and testify in the Master, that 

ye henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their 

mind, (23) And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; 
 

Philippians 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Messiah 

Yahshua: 
 

Philippians 4:7-8 And the peace of Elohim, which passeth all under­

standing, shall keep your hearts and minds through Messiah Yahshua. 
(8) Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are 

honest. whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatso­
ever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be 

any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things. 

 
Colossians 1:21 And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in 

your mind by wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled 

 
2 Timothy 1:7 For Elohim hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of 
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power, and of love, and of a sound mind. 
 

Hebrews 8:10 For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of 

Israel after those days, saith the Master; I will put my laws into their 
mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a Elohim, 

and they shall be to me a people: 

 
Hebrews 9:14 How much more shall the blood of Messiah, who 

through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to Elohim, purge 

your conscience from dead works to serve the living Elohim? 
 

Hebrews 12:3 For consider him that endured such contradiction of sin­

ners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. 
 

James 4:7 Submit yourselves therefore to Elohim. Resist the devil, and 

he will flee from you. 
 

MURDER 

 

Numbers 35:16-17 And if he smite him with an instrument of iron, so 

that he die, he is a murderer: the murderer shall surely be put to death. 

(17) And if he smite him with throwing a stone, wherewith he may die, 
and he die, he is a murderer: the murderer shall surely be put to death. 

 

Jeremiah 4:31 For I have heard a voice as of a woman in travail, and 
the anguish as of her that brmgeth forth her first child, the voice of the 

daughter of Zion, that bewaileth herself, that spreadeth her hands, say-
ing, Woe is me now! for my soul is wearied because of murderers. 

 

Matthew 15:19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, 
adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies: 

 

Matthew 19:18 He saith unto him, Which? Yahshua said, Thou shalt do 
no murder… 
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Matthew 22:7 But when the king heard thereof, he was wroth: and he 
sent forth his armies, and destroyed those murderers, and burned up 

their city. 

 
John 8:44 Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye 

will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the 

truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he spea­
keth of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. 

 

John 10:10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to de­
stroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it 

more abundantly. 

 
Galatians 5:19, 21 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are 

these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, (21) Envy-

ings, murders, drunkenness, reveling, and such like: of the which I tell 
you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such 

things shall not inherit the kingdom of Elohim. 

 
1 Timothy 1:9 Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous 

man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the unrighteous and for 

sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers 
of mothers, for manslayers, 

 

1 Peter 4:15 But let none of you suffer as a murderer, or as a thief, or as 
an evildoer, or as a busybody in other men's matters. 

 
1 John 3:15 Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know 

that no murderer hath eternal life abiding in him. 

 
Revelation 9:21 Neither repented they of their murders, nor of their 

sorceries, nor of their fornication, nor of their thefts. 

 
Revelation 21:8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, 
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and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all 
liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brim­

stone: which is the second death.

Leviticus 26:19 And I will break the pride of your power; and I will 
make your heaven as iron, and your earth as brass: 

 

Psalm 18:27 For thou wilt save the afflicted people; but wilt bring down 
high looks. 

 

Psalm 36:11 Let not the foot of pride come against me, and let not the 
hand of the wicked remove me. 

 

Psalm 59:12 For the sin of their mouth and the words of their lips let 
them even be taken in their pride: and for cursing and lying which they 

speak. 

 
Proverbs 8:13 The fear of YAHWEH is to hate evil: pride, and arro­

gancy, and the evil way, and the froward mouth, do I hate. 

 
Proverbs 11:2 When pride cometh, then cometh shame: but with the 

lowly is wisdom. 

 
Proverbs 13:10 Only by pride cometh contention: but with the well ad­

vised is wisdom. 
 

Proverbs 14:3 In the mouth of the foolish is a rod of pride: but the lips 

of the wise shall preserve them. 
 

Proverbs 15:25a YAHWEH will destroy the house of the proud:… 

 
Proverbs 15:33 The fear of YAHWEH is the instruction of wisdom; and 
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before honour is humility. 
 

Proverbs 16:5, 18 Every one that is proud in heart is an abomination to 

Yahweh: though hand join in hand, he shall not be unpunished. (18) 
Pride goeth before destruction, and an haughty spirit before a fall. 

 

Proverbs 21:4 An high look, and a proud heart, and the plowing of the 
wicked, is sin. 

 

Proverbs 29:23 A man's pride shall bring him low: but honour shall up­
hold the humble in spirit. 

 

Isaiah 13:11 And I will punish the world for their evil, and the wicked 
for their iniquity; and I will cause the arrogancy of the proud to cease, 

and will lay low the haughtiness of the terrible. 

 
Jeremiah 49:16 Thy terribleness hath deceived thee, and the pride of 

throe heart, 0 thou that dwellest in the clefts of the rock, that holdest the 

height of the hill: though thou shouldest make thy nest as high as the ea

rejoice in thy pride, and thou shalt no more be haughty because of my

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he that shall humble himself shall be exalted. 
 

REBELLION 

(See also Division & Selfishness) 

 

Exodus 32:9 And YAHWEH said unto Moses, I have seen this people, 

and, behold, it is a stiffnecked people: 
 

Exodus 33:3 Unto a land flowing with milk and honey: for I will not go 

up in the midst of thee; for thou art a stiffnecked people: lest I consume 
thee in the way. 

 

Exodus 33:5 For YAHWEH had said unto Moses, Say unto the children 
of Israel, Ye are a stiffnecked people: I will come up into the midst of 

thee in a moment, and consume thee: therefore now put off thy orna­

ments from thee, that I may know what to do unto thee. 
 

Exodus 34:9 And he said, If now I have found grace in thy sight, 0 Yah-

weh, let my Yahweh, I pray thee, go among us; for it is a stiffnecked 
people; and pardon our iniquity and our sin, and take us for throe in-

heritance. 

 
Numbers 22:32 And the angel of the YAHWEH said unto him, Where­

fore hast thou smitten throe ass these three times? behold, I went out to 

withstand thee, because thy way is perverse before me: 
 

Deuteronomy 9:6 Understand therefore, that YAHWEH thy Elohim giv­
eth thee not this good land to possess it for thy righteousness; for thou 

art a stiffnecked people. 

 
Deuteronomy 10:16 Circumcise therefore the foreskin of your heart, 

and be no more stiffnecked. 

 
Deuteronomy 11:26-28 Behold, I set before you this day a blessing and 
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a curse; (27) A blessing, if ye obey the commandments of YAHWEH 
your Elohim, which I command you this day: (28) And a curse, if ye 

will not obey the commandments of YAHWEH your Elohim, but turn 

aside out of the way which I command you this day, to go after other 
gods, which ye have not known. 

 

Deuteronomy 13:4 Ye shall walk after YAHWEH your Elohim, and fear 
him, and keep his commandments, and obey his voice, and ye shall 

serve him, and cleave unto him. 

 
Deuteronomy 21:18 If a man have a stubborn and rebellious son, which 

will not obey the voice of his father, or the voice of his mother, and 

that, when they have chastened him, will not hearken unto them: 
 

Deuteronomy 21:20 And they shall say unto the elders of his city, This 

our son is stubborn and rebellious, he will not obey our voice; he is a 
glutton, and a drunkard. 

 

Judges 2:19 And it came to pass, when the judge was dead, that they re-
turned, and corrupted themselves more than their fathers, in following 

other gods to serve them, and to bow down unto them; they ceased not 

from their own doings, nor from their stubborn way. 
 

1 Samuel 12:14 If ye will fear YAHWEH, and serve him, and obey his 

voice, and not rebel against the commandment of YAHWEH, then shall 
both ye and also the king that reigneth over you continue following 

YAHWEH your Elohim: 
 

1 Samuel 15:23 For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubborn­

ness is as iniquity and idolatry. Because thou hast rejected the word of 
YAHWEH, he hath also rejected thee from being king. 

 

2 Chronicles 30:8 Now be ye not stiffnecked, as your fathers were, but 
yield yourselves unto YAHWEH, and enter into his sanctuary, which he 
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hath sanctified for ever: and serve YAHWEH your Elohim, that the 
fierceness of his wrath may turn away from you. 

 

Psalm 18:26 With the pure thou wilt shew thyself pure; and with the 
froward thou wilt shew thyself froward. 

 

Psalm 66:7 He ruleth by his power for ever; his eyes behold the na­
tions: let not the rebellious exalt themselves. Selah. 

 

Psalm 68:6 Elohim setteth the solitary in families: he bringeth out those 
which are bound with chains: but the rebellious dwell in a dry land. 

 

Psalm 78:8 And might not be as their fathers, a stubborn and rebellious 
generation; a generation that set not their heart aright, and whose spirit 

was not steadfast with Elohim. 

 
Psalm 107:10-12 Such as sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, 

being bound in affliction and iron; (11) Because they rebelled against 

the words of Elohim, and contemned the counsel of the most High: (12) 
Therefore he brought down their heart with labour; they fell down, and 

there was none to help. 

 
Proverbs 7:11 (She is loud and stubborn; her feet abide not in her 

house: 

 
Proverbs 17:11 An evil man seeketh only rebellion: therefore a cruel 

messenger shall be sent against him. 
 

Nehemiah 9:26-28 Nevertheless they were disobedient, and rebelled 

against thee, and cast thy law behind their backs, and slew thy prophets 
which testified against them to turn them to thee, and they wrought 

great provocations. (27) Therefore thou deliveredst them into the hand 

of their enemies, who vexed them: and in the time of their trouble, 
when they cried unto thee, thou heardest them from heaven; and ac-
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cording to thy manifold mercies thou gavest them saviours, who saved 
them out of the hand of their enemies. (28) But after they had rest, they 

did evil again before thee: therefore leftest thou them in the hand of 

their enemies, so that they had the dominion over them: yet when they 
returned, and cried unto thee, thou heardest them from heaven; and 

many times didst thou deliver them according to thy mercies; 

 
Isaiah 1:19-20, 23-24 If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall eat the 

good of the land: (20) But if ye refuse and rebel, ye shall be devoured 

with the sword: for the mouth of YAHWEH hath spoken it. (23) Thy 
princes are rebellious, and companions of thieves: every one loveth 

gifts, and followeth after rewards: they judge not the fatherless, neither 

doth the cause of the widow come unto them. (24) Therefore saith the 
Almighty. YAHWEH of hosts, the mighty One of Israel, Ah, I will ease 

me of mine adversaries, and avenge me of mine enemies: 

 
Isaiah 14:12-14 How art thou fallen from heaven, 0 Lucifer, son of the 

morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the 

nations! (13) For thou hast said in throe heart, I will ascend into heaven, 
I will exalt my throne above the stars of Elohim: I will sit also upon the 

mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: (14) 1 will ascend 

above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High. 
 

Isaiah 30:1 Woe to the rebellious children, saith YAHWEH, that take 

counsel, but not of me; and that cover with a covering, but not of my 
spirit, that they may add sin to sin: 

 
Isaiah 59:12b-13 ...our transgressions are with us; and as for our iniqui­

ties, we know them; (13) In transgressing and lying against YAHWEH, 

and departing away from our Elohim, speaking oppression and revolt, 
conceiving and uttering from the heart words of falsehood. 

 

Isaiah 63:10 But they rebelled, and vexed his holy Spirit: therefore he 
was turned to be their enemy, and he fought against them. 
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Isaiah 65:2 I have spread out my hands all the day unto a rebellious peo-
ple, which walketh in a way that was not good, after their own 

thoughts; 

 
Jeremiah 7:23-24 But this thing commanded I them, saying, Obey my 

voice, and I will be your Elohim, and ye shall be my people: and walk 

ye in all the ways that I have commanded you, that it may be well unto 
you. (24) But they hearkened not, nor inclined their ear, but walked in 

the counsels and in the imagination of their evil heart, and went back-

ward, and not forward. 
 

Ezekiel 20:28 For when I had brought them into the land, for the which 

I lifted up mine hand to give it to them, then they saw every high hill, 
and all the thick trees, and they offered there their sacrifices, and there 

they presented the provocation of their offering: there also they made 

their sweet savour, and poured out there their drink offerings. 
 

Hosea 10:10 It is in my desire that I should chastise them; and the peo­

ple shall be gathered against them, when they shall bind themselves in 
their two furrows. 

 

Acts 7:51 Ye stiffnecked and uncircumcised in heart and ears, ye do al­
ways resist the Holy Ghost: as your fathers did, so do ye. 

 

Romans 13:1, 5 Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For 
there is no power but of Elohim: the powers that be are ordained of Elo­

him. (5) Wherefore ye must needs be subject, not only for wrath, but 
also for conscience sake. 

 

1 Corinthians 9:27 But I keep under my body, and bring it into subjec­
tion: lest that by any means, when I have preached to others, I myself 

should be a castaway. 

 
Ephesians 2:1-2 And you hath he quickened, who were dead in tres­
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passes and sins; (2) Wherein in time past ye walked according to the 
course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the 

spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: 

 
Titus 3:1 Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, to 

obey magistrates, to be ready to every good work, 

 
Hebrews 12:9 Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which cor-

rected us, and we gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in 

subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live? 
 

1 Peter 3:22 Who is gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of Elo­

him; angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto him. 
1 Peter 5:5 Likewise, ye younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. Yea. 

all of you be subject one to another, and be clothed with humility: for 

Elohim resisteth the proud, and giveth grace to the humble.

Psalm 139:13-14 For thou hast possessed my reins: thou hast covered 

me in my mother's womb. (14) I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and 
wonderfully made: marvellous are thy works; and that my soul 

knoweth right well. 

 
Psalm 139:16 Th'me eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; 

and in thy book all my members were written, which in continuance 

were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them. 
 

Isaiah 43:7 Even every one that is called by my name: for I have cre-
ated him for my glory, I have formed him; yea, I have made him. 

 

Isaiah 43:18 Remember ye not the former things, neither consider the 
things of old.

Isaiah 53:3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and 

acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was 

despised, and we esteemed him not.

YAHWEH hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he 
hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the 

captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound; 

 
Jeremiah 1:5 Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee; and before 

thou camest forth out of the womb I sanctified thee, and I ordained thee 

a prophet unto the nations. 
 

Jeremiah 18:4 And the vessel that he made of clay was marred in the 

hand of the potter: so he made it again another vessel, as seemed good 
to the potter to make it. 

 
Jeremiah 30:17 For I will restore health unto thee, and I will heal thee

Ezekiel 22:26 Her priests have violated my law, and have profaned 
mine holy things: they have put no difference between the holy and pro­

clean, and have hid their eyes from my sabbaths, and I am profaned 
among them. 
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Matthew 5:20 For I say unto you, That except your righteousness shall 
exceed the righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, ye shall in no 

case enter into the kingdom of heaven.

Matthew 23:13-15, 23-28, 38 But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, 
hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven against men: for ye 

neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that are entering to go 

in. (14) Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye devour 
widows' houses, and for a pretence make long prayer: therefore ye shall 

receive the greater damnation. (15) Woe unto you, scribes and Phari­

sees, hypocrites! for ye compass sea and land to make one proselyte, 
and when he is made, ye make him twofold more the child of hell than 

your­selves. (23) Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for 
ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the 

weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye 

to have done, and not to leave the other undone. (24) Ye blind guides, 
which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel. (25) Woe unto you, scribes 

and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and 

of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess. (26) Thou 
blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that 
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the outside of them may be clean also. (27) Woe unto you, scribes and 
Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which in­

deed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men's bones, 

and of all uncleanness. (28) Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous 
unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity. (38) Behold, 

your house is left unto you desolate. 

 
Mark 7:9; 13 And he said unto them, Full well ye reject the command­

ment of Elohim, that ye may keep your own tradition. (13) Making the 

word of Elohim of none effect through your tradition, which ye have de
­livered: and many such like things do ye. 

 

Luke 11:39 And the Master said unto him, Now do ye Pharisees make 
clean the outside of the cup and the platter; but your inward part is full 

of ravening and wickedness. 

 
Galatians 5:9. A little leaven leaveneth the whole lump. 

 

Colossians 2:8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and 
vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, 

and not after Yahshua. 

 
1 Timothy 4:1-2 Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter 

times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, 

and doctrines of devils; (2) Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their 
conscience seared with a hot iron; 

 
2 Timothy 4:3-4 For the time will come when they will not endure 

sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves 

teachers, having itching ears; (4) And they shall turn away their ears 
from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables. 

 

Titus 1:16 They profess that they know Elohim; but in works they deny 
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him, being abominable, and disobedient, and unto every good work rep-
robate. 

 

Hebrews 9:14 How much more shall the blood of Messiah, who 
through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to Elohim, purge 

your conscience from dead works to serve the living Elohim? 

 
1 Peter 1:18 Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with 

corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation re­

ceived by tradition from your fathers; 
 

2 Peter 2:1, 4 But there were false prophets also among the people, 

even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily shall bring 
in damnable heresies, even denying Yahshua that bought them, and 

bring upon themselves swift destruction. (4) For if Elohim spared not 

the an­gels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them 
into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment; 

 

1 John 2:6, 9 He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to 
walk, even as he walked. (9) He that saith he is in the light, and hateth 

his brother, is in darkness even until now. 

 
2 John 7 For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess 

not that Yahshua Messiah is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and 

an anti-messiah. 
 

Jude 4, 6, 8-10 For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were 
before of old ordained to this condemnation, unrighteous men, turning 

the grace of our Elohim into lasciviousness, and denying the only Mas

­ter Elohim, and our Master Yahshua Messiah. (6) And the angels 
which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath 

reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the 

great day. (8) Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, de-
spise dominion, and speak evil of dignities. (9) Yet Michael the arch-
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angel, when contending with the devil he disputed about the body of 
Moses, durst not bring against him a railing accusation, but said, YAH-

WEH rebuke thee. (10) But these speak evil of those things which they 

know not: but what they know naturally, as brute beasts, in those 
things they corrupt themselves. 

 

SCRIPTURE AGAINST SATAN 

 

Numbers 13:30 And Caleb stilled the people before Moses, and said, 

Let us go up at once, and possess it; for we are well able to overcome 
it.

2 Corinthians 2:11 Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are 

not ignorant of his devices.

Jude 6, 9 And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their 

own habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness 

unto the judgment of the great day. (9) Yet Michael the archangel, when 
contending with the devil he disputed about the body of Moses, durst 

not bring against him a railing accusation, but said, Yahweh rebuke 

thee. 
 

Revelation 12:7-11 And there was war in heaven: Michael and his an­

gels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, 
(8) And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in 

heaven. (9) And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called 

the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out 
into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. (10) And I heard a 

loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and 
the kingdom of our Elohim, and the power of his Messiah: for the ac-

cuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our Elo-

him day and night. (11) And they overcame him by the blood of the 
Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives 

unto the death. 

 
Revelation 15:2 And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: 
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and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, 
and over his mark, and over the number of his name, stand on the sea 

of glass, having the harps of Elohim. 

 
Revelation 17:14 These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb 

shall overcome them: for he is Master of masters, and King of kings: 

and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful. 
 

Revelation 20:1-3. 10 And I saw an angel come down from heaven, 

having the key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. (2) 
And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and 

Satan, and bound him a thousand years, (3) And cast hum into the bot­

tomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he should de-
ceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: 

and after that he must be loosed a little season. (10) And the devil that 

deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the 
beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night 

for ever and ever. 

 

SELFISHNESS 

 

Exodus 18:21 Moreover thou shalt provide out of all the people able 
men, such as fear Elohim, men of truth, hating covetousness; and place 

such over them, to be rulers of thousands, and rulers of hundreds, rul-

ers of fifties, and rulers of tens: 
 

Exodus 20:17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not 
covet thy neighbour's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, 

nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour's. 

 
Deuteronomy 12:8 Ye shall not do after all the things that we do here 

this day, every man whatsoever is right in his own eyes. 

 
Judges 17:6 In those days there was no king in Israel, but every man 
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did that which was right in his own eyes. 
 

Job 1:21 And said, Naked came I out of my mother's womb, and naked 

shall I return thither: YAHWEH gave, and YAHWEH hath taken away; 
blessed be the name of YAHWEH. 

 

Job 20:15 He hath swallowed down riches, and he shall vomit them up 
again: Elohim shall cast them out of his belly. 

 

Psalm 10:4 The wicked, through the pride of his countenance, will not 
seek after Elohim: Elohim is not in all his thoughts. 

 

Psalm 59:12 For the sin of their mouth and the words of their lips let 
them even be taken in their pride: and for cursing and lying which they 

speak. 

 
Proverbs 1:29-31 For that they hated knowledge, and did not choose the 

fear of YAHWEH: (30) They would none of my counsel: they despised 

all my reproof. (31) Therefore shall they eat of the fiuit of their own 
way, and be filled with their own devices. 

 

Proverbs 14:12 There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the 
end thereof are the ways of death. 

 

Proverbs 16:18 Pride goeth before destruction, and an haughty spirit 
before a fall. 

 
Proverbs 14:30 A sound heart is the life of the flesh: but envy the rot­

tenness of the bones. 

 
Isaiah 5:8-9 Woe unto them that join house to house, that lay field to 

field, till there be no place, that they may be placed alone in the midst 

of the earth! (9) In mine ears said YAHWEH of hosts, Of a truth many 
houses shall be desolate, even great and fair, without inhabitant. 
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Isaiah 53:6a All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every 
one to his own way; 

 

Isaiah 57:17 For the iniquity of his covetousness was I wroth, and 
smote him: I hid me, and was wroth, and he went on frowardly in the 

way of his heart. 

 
Haggai 2:14 Then answered Haggai, and said, So is this people, and so 

is this nation before me, saith YAHWEH; and so is every work of their 

hands, and that which they offer there is unclean. 
 

Matthew 6:19-21 Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where 

moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal: 
(20) But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth 

nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal: 

(21) For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also. 
 

Matthew 6:22 The light of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be 

single, thy whole body shall be full of light. 
 

Matthew 13:22 He also that received seed among the thorns is he that 

heareth the word; and the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of 
riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful. 

 

Mark 7:22, 23 Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, 
an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness: (23) All these evil things 

come from within, and defile the man. 
 

Luke 12:15 And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetous­

ness: for a man's life consisteth not in the abundance of the things 
which he possesseth. 

 

Luke 12:19-21 And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods 
laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry. (20) 
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But Elohim said unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be re­
quired of thee: then whose shall those things be, which thou hast pro­

vided? (21) So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich 

toward Elohim. 
 

Luke 16:10-11 He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful also in 

much: and he that is unjust in the least is unjust also in much. (11) If 
therefore ye have not been faithful in the unrighteous mammon, who 

will commit to your trust the true riches? 

 
Acts 2:44-45 And all that believed were together, and had all things 

common; (45) And sold their possessions and goods, and parted them to 

all men, as every man had need. 
 

Acts 4:32, 34-35 And the multitude of them that believed were of one 

heart and of one soul: neither said any of them that ought of the things 
which he possessed was his own; but they had all things common. (34) 

Neither was there any among them that lacked: for as many as were pos 

sessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought the prices of the 
things that were sold, (35) And laid them down at the apostles' feet: and 

distribution was made unto every man according as he had need. 

 
Romans 2:8 But unto them that are contentious, and do not obey the

Romans 6:16 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants 

to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, 
or of obedience unto righteousness? 

 

Romans 7:7b ...I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not 
known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet. 

 

Romans 12:1-2a I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of 
Elohim, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable 
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unto Elohim, which is your reasonable service. (2a) And be not con­
formed to this world:… 

 

Ephesians 5:3, 5-7 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetous­
ness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints; (5) For

anger appeaseth strife.

WITCHCRAFT 

 

Exodus 22:18 Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live.  
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Exodus 34:14 For thou shalt worship no other god: for YAHWEH, 
whose name is Jealous, is a jealous Elohim: 

 

Leviticus 17:7 And they shall no more offer their sacrifices unto devils, 
after whom they have gone a whoring. This shall be a statute for ever 

unto them throughout their generations. 

 
Leviticus 19:31 Regard not them that have familiar spirits, neither seek 

after wizards, to be defiled by them: I am YAHWEH your Elohim. 

 
Leviticus 20:6, 27 And the soul that turneth after such as have familiar 

spirits, and after wizards, to go a whoring after them, I will even set my 

face against that soul, and will cut him off from among his people. (27) 
A man also or woman that hath a familiar spirit, or that is a wizard, 

shall surely be put to death: they shall stone them with stones: their 

blood shall be upon them. 
 

Numbers 23:23 Surely there is no enchantment against Jacob, neither is 

there any divination against Israel: according to this time it shall be said 
of Jacob and of Israel, What hath Elohim wrought! 

 

Numbers 25:1-3 And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people began to 
commit whoredom with the daughters of Moab. (2) And they called the 

people unto the sacrifices of their gods: and the people did eat, and 

bowed down to their gods. (3) And Israel joined himself unto Baalpeor: 
and the anger of YAHWEH was kindled against Israel. 

 
Deuteronomy 5:7, 9 Thou shalt have none other gods before me. (9) 

Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for I YAH­

WEH thy Elohim am a jealous Elohim, visiting the iniquity of the fa­
thers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them 

that hate me, 

 
Deuteronomy 7:25-26 The graven images of their gods shall ye burn 
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with fire: thou shalt not desire the silver or gold that is on them, nor 
take it unto thee, lest thou be snared therein: for it is an abomination to 

YAHWEH thy Elohim. (26) Neither shalt thou bring an abomination 

into throe house, lest thou be a cursed thing like it: but thou shalt utterly 
detest it, and thou shalt utterly abhor it; for it is a cursed thing. 

 

Deuteronomy 11:16-17 Take heed to yourselves, that your heart be not 
deceived, and ye turn aside, and serve other gods, and worship them; 

(17) And then YAHWEH'S wrath be kindled against you, and he shut 

up the heaven, that there be no rain, and that the land yield not her fruit; 
and lest ye perish quickly from off the good land which YAHWEH giv­

eth you. 

 
Deuteronomy 17:2-3, 5 If there be found among you, within any of thy 

gates which YAHWEH thy Elohim giveth thee, man or woman, that 

hath wrought wickedness in the sight of YAHWEH thy Elohim, in 
transgressing his covenant, (3) And hath gone and served other gods, 

and worshipped them, either the sun, or moon, or any of the host of 

heaven, which I have not commanded; (5) Then shalt thou bring forth 
that man or that woman, which have committed that wicked thing, unto 

thy gates, even that man or that woman, and shalt stone them with 

stones, till they die. 
 

Deuteronomy 18:10-14 There shall not be found among you any one 

that maketh his son or his daughter to pass through the fire, or that 
useth divination, or an observer of times, or an enchanter, or a witch, 

(11) Or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar spirits, or a wizard, or a 
necromancer. (12) For all that do these things are an abomination unto 

YAHWEH: and because of these abominations YAHWEH thy Elohim 

doth drive them out from before thee. (13) Thou shalt be perfect with 
YAHWEH thy Elohim. (14) For these nations, which thou shalt pos-

sess, hearkened unto observers of times, and unto diviners: but as for 

thee, YAHWEH thy Elohim hath not suffered thee so to do. 
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Deuteronomy 18:11-13 Or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar spir­
its, or a wizard, or a necromancer. (12) For all that do these things are 

an abomination unto YAHWEH: and because of these abominations 

YAHWEH thy Elohim doth drive them out from before thee. (13) Thou 
shalt be perfect with YAHWEH thy Elohim. 

 

Joshua 13:22 Balaam also the son of Beor, the soothsayer, did the chil­
dren of Israel slay with the sword among them that were slain by them. 

 

Joshua 24:20, 23 If ye forsake YAHWEH, and serve strange gods, then 
he will turn and do you hurt, and consume you, after that he hath done 

you good. (23) Now therefore put away, said he, the strange gods 

which are among you, and incline your heart unto YAHWEH Elohim of 
Israel. 

 

1 Samuel 15:23 For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubborn-
ness is as iniquity and idolatry. Because thou hast rejected the word of 

YAHWEH, he hath also rejected thee from being king. 

 
2 Kings 23:5 And he put down the idolatrous priests, whom the kings of 

Judah had ordained to burn incense in the high places in the cities of 

Judah, and in the places round about Jerusalem; them also that burned 
incense unto Baal, to the sun, and to the moon, and to the planets, and 

to all the host of heaven. 

 
1 Chronicles 10:13-14 So Saul died for his transgression which he com-

mitted against YAHWEH, even against the word of YAHWEH, which 
he kept not, and also for asking counsel of one that had a familiar 

spirit, to enquire of it; (14) And enquired not of YAHWEH: therefore 

he slew him, and turned the kingdom unto David the son of Jesse. 
 

Isaiah 41:21-24 Produce your cause, saith YAHWEH; bring forth your 

strong reasons, saith the King of Jacob. (22) Let them bring them forth, 
and shew us what shall happen: let them shew the former things, what 
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they be, that we may consider them, and know the latter end of them; or 
declare us things for to come. (23) Shew the things that are to come 

hereafter, that we may know that ye are gods: yea, do good, or do evil, 

that we may be dismayed, and behold it together. (24) Behold, ye are of 
nothing, and your work of nought: an abomination is he that chooseth 

you. 

 
Ezekiel 20:7 Then said I unto them, Cast ye away every man the abomi­

nations of his eyes, and defile not yourselves with the idols of Egypt: I 

am YAHWEH your Elohim. 
 

Micah 5:12 And I will cut off witchcrafts out of thine hand; and thou 

shalt have no more soothsayers: 
 

Malachi 3:5 And I will come near to you to judgment; and I will be a 

swift witness against the sorcerers… 
 

Matthew 6:22-24 The light of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye 

be single, thy whole body shall be full of light. (23) But if thine eye be 
evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If therefore the light that 

is in thee be darkness, how great is that darkness! (24) No man can 

serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or 
else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve Elo­

him and mammon. 

 
Acts 16:16, 18 And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain 

damsel possessed with a spirit of divination met us, which brought her 
masters much gain by soothsaying: (18) And this did she many days. 

But Paul, being grieved, turned and said to the spirit, I command thee in 

the name of Yahshua Messiah to come out of her. And he came out the 
same hour. 

 

Acts 19:19 Many of them also which used curious arts brought their 
books together, and burned them before all men: and they counted the 
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price of them, and found it fifty thousand pieces of silver. 
 

1 Corinthians 10:14 Wherefore, my dearly beloved, flee from idolatry. 

 
1 Corinthians 10:21-22 Ye cannot drink the cup of the Master, and the 

cup of devils: ye cannot be partakers of the Master's table, and of the 

ta­ble of devils. (22) Do we provoke Yahshua to jealousy? are we 
stronger than he? 
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
